BYLAWS OF THE CUYAHOGA FALLS RIVERFRONT YMCA
SWIM TEAM PARENTS ASSOCIATION

ARTICLE | - Name

The name of the association shall be the Cuyahoga Falls Riverfront YMCA Swim Team Parents
Association. The name of the swim team shall be Cuyahoga Falls Riverfront YMCA Swim Team

ARTICLE Il — Purpose

To promote and expand competitive swimming for youth members of the Riverfront Family YMCA and for
the betterment of health, sportsmanship and character of those members.

ARTICLE Il = Membership
Section 1. Adult Members:
A. Membership shall be open to all parents or guardians of members of the swim team.
B. Each swim team family shall have only one (1) vote.
Section 2. Swim Team Members:
A. The Parents Association recommends the following guidelines for swim tearn membership
a. Be able to demonstrate minimum competency as determined by the swim coach.
b. Be a full-privileged member, in good standing, of the Riverfront Family YMCA.
B. The size of the team may be limited at the coaches’ discretion. The criteria may include
but not be limited to issues of safety and coaching efficiency. Additionally membership
may be extended to individuals who meet the following criteria:
a. Be a sibling of a current member of the team.
b. Persons who were on the previous years interest list.

ARTICLE IV - Fees
Section 1. Each member will assume the cost of entry fees for their own swimmers for the Divisional and
all invitational meets, payable in advance of the meet. No refunds shall be allowed after the
deadline set by the Meet Secretary.
Section 2. The Parents Association will pay entry fees for relays only at invitationals.
Section 3. The Parents Association will pay all entry fees for the League, Zone and National meets.

ARTICLE V - Executive Committee

Section 1. The Executive Committee shall be composed of nine members, five shall be officers and four
shall be At-Large members of the Parents Association. They shall serve without
compensation. Coaches shall be non-voting members of the Executive Committee.

Section 2. The Executive Committee shall manage the business, affairs and establish polices of the
Parents Association.

Section 3. The Executive Committee shall be elected at the March meeting of the Parents Association.

Section 4. Members of the Executive Committee may serve a maximum of three consecutive years; two
of the three years may be in an elected office.

Section 5. The Executive Committee shall meet monthly from August through March and any other time
as requested by the President or at the request of two members of the Executive Committee.

Section 6. A majority of the Executive Committee members shall be present to constitute a quorum for the
transaction of business.

Section 7. A majority of those members present shall be necessary to carry a vote.

ARTICLE VI - Officers

Section 1. The officers shall be President, Vice-President, Meet Secretary, Secretary, and Treasurer.

Section 2. The Parents Association shall elect the officers and At-Large members annually at their March
meeting. There shall be open nominations. They shall be installed at the Annual Awards
Banquet.

Section 3. Any officer or Executive Committee member elected or appointed by the Executive Committee
may be removed by the Parents Association by a two-thirds vote of the Parents Association
members whenever in its judgment, the best interests of the Swim Team would be served.
